o Ask your child, How do you spell “big”?
o Ask your child, How do you spell "pig”?

» Super Why Literacy Skills from episode:
o Show your child the activity sheet with the three Super Why Words: Small, Red,
Good.
o Now show your child the activity sheet with the Super Why sentence: There once
was a big bad wolf.
o Ask your child, What is the opposite of "big”?
Ask your child, What is the opposite of “"bad”?
o Point to the three words. Which word is the word “good”?
